




Math Problems

My wife was employed as a bartender with a restaurant from  4/1992 to 12/2003  

Total time of employment = 11yrs. 8 months = (140 months) She earned tips as well but I only want to figure out the amounts of each raise during her employ there.
She worked 40 hrs per week.
At start of employment her starting wage was: 
$5.00 per hour. 

At time of discharge her wage was: 


$6.25 per hour.     .

Total wage increases during her employment equals $1.25 an hour.
Based on total wage increases over her total period of time of employment (140 months)
1. What were the average raise amounts and percentages of each raise per 

Year?

2. How much in total Percentage was her wage increases during her 140 months of employment for each year? 

3. Based upon a 2.3% inflation rate over the last 10 years, were her increases equal to, above, or below the inflation rate? By how much? 

4. How much Money did she loose, if any, by raises not matching the inflation rate?

5. What was the monitary increase per year in dollars and cents?

6. Did her wage keep up with inflation?  

7. What is the industry average or norm for wage increases if any? If known?

8. Based on annual wage increase, what should her minimum hourly wage have been at time of discharge?

9. How much money did she loose over her total employment time and yearly?
